The Partnership for Downtown Rochester is a not-for-profit, public-private partnership between Rochester Downtown
Development Corporation (RDDC), Finger Lakes Empire State Development, City of Rochester, and ROC2025. This
partnership is responsible for jumpstarting a new, collaborative way of managing downtown and ROC the Riverway
sites. Through an extensive community-informed process, including a BID Formation Committee, a vision and set of
guiding principles was developed to frame the next steps in the BID formation process.

Vision: The Partnership for Downtown Rochester will solidify Rochester’s position as the region’s historic and innovative
center of bustling community activity. Residents, workers, and visitors will enjoy beautiful and energetic public spaces,
including a sensational Riverway, with a dynamic collection of arts, music, culture, shopping, living, educational and
employment opportunities that are accessible to everyone. Active street life will make all feel welcome and safe.

A Downtown Rochester Business Improvement District (BID) will be the primary funding vehicle for the Partnership for
Downtown Rochester. BID revenues will come from private and public property owners, as well as events and
sponsorships. (Religious uses and residential with fewer than four units will not be assessed.)

The Partnership for Downtown Rochester vows to support, promote, hire, and advocate for small and local businesses and
