The vision and guiding principles reflect the consensus of a diverse group of community
builders and are based upon public input collected over the last ten months. These principles
underscore a continued commitment to listen to and learn from the downtown Rochester
community.

The vision statement describes a downtown Rochester that is an historic and vibrant hub for
community activity, with energetic public spaces such as the Riverway that serve residents,
workers, and visitors alike, with an emphasis on active street life and ensuring all feel welcome
and safe; with arts, music, culture, shopping, living, educational, and employment opportunities
that are accessible.
