These community engagement meetings are one of many tools in the Partnership’s ongoing
efforts to gather as much feedback as possible to inform the development of a BID. Community
involvement is vital in ensuring a potential BID serves the needs of downtown businesses,
residents, workers, and visitors. The Partnership encourages community members to share
their thoughts as part of its collaborative, multi-year discovery process.
